Drysdale Farm Unit- In 2006, Steven Drysdale, deeded us 40 
acres to use as our fi fth satellite unit, and allowed us to lease the 
remaining 288 acres to use for our cattle operation. It had been 
a dream of Stephen and his wife, Helen, to have their land be 
used as a children’s home.  Helen went home to be with the Lord 
in April 2005, but her dream lives on through Stephen and now 
through Show-Me Christian Youth Home.   Take 52 six miles 
west of Eldon to Buttercup.  Turn north to Ridgewood Lane and 
go east to the home.

LaMonte Main Unit- In 1967, a nonprofi t corporation was 
formed to receive, educate and protect neglected children.  
Construction began on the 28 acres of farm land that was donated 
by Guy and Goldie Mahin.  Their donation made the dream of  
a children’s home in Missouri a reality. Today, Houseparents 
provide care for children in six homes at our LaMonte Main Unit.   
Administrative offi ces are also located at this unit.You can visit the 

Main unit by taking Hwy 127 south to Hwy 50 then follow the signs.

Camdenton Unit- Twenty-one years later Ned & Louise Reed decided to 
share their home and 8 1/2 acres with Show-Me Christian Youth 
Home. A home for the Reeds was built on site, and willed to 
Show-Me.  In 2000, Ned and Louise went home to be with the 
Lord, but their gift of love continues to make a difference to the 
children who live at our Camdenton Unit.The two Camdenton 
homes are located 5 miles south of Camdenton off Hwy 5. 

El Dorado Springs Unit- Ralph & Dora Plunkett donated their 
home and 40 acres in 1993.  Dora continues to bless Show-Me 
Christian Youth Home through her support and her love for the 
children, who’s home she and her late husband made possible.  Our 
Eldorado Springs Unit is located 15 minutes east of Nevada, MO.  
Watch for the sign on the south side of Hwy 54.

Mayview New Life Unit-In 1996, we took over the operation at the New 
Life Unit located in the rural farm setting just 40 minutes from Kansas City in 
partnership with the New Life Board of Directors. Take Hwy O two miles north of 
I-70, then watch for the sign.

Sheridan Unit-In December of 2004, we were able to open our fourth satellite 
unit in Northern Missouri.  The Sheridan Christian Church purchased the land 
and the home for us to use and continues to partner with us in this endeavor. Our 
Sheridan Unit address is RR 2 Box 160, Sheridan, MO.



Emerald Ranch Unit-Given in Memory of Mr. & Mrs. F.G. Lane 
by their Son-A beautiful ranch and large home were donated by 
a gentleman who wishes to remain anonymous.  Having been 
adopted as a young boy, he chose to give his land to Show-Me 
in memory of his parents so that a family of children could be 

cared for there.  The Emerald Ranch is located 12 miles East of 
Goodman, Missouri, on Highway CC.

Galt Unit- In 2007, Leon and Mary Ann Hubble donated 8 
acres of their land to Show-Me to be used as a new location. 
With their help and many others in the community, $150,000 
was raised to build the fi rst home on that site.   Construction 
is underway and the Hubbles are looking forward to being 
neighbors to a Show-Me Family.  The Galt Unit is located off 
Highway 6 just West of Galt.
